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Model Publication Scheme

 Publicly Owned (Dormant) Companies

Developed by the Office of the Scottish Information Commissioner

Introduction 

The attached model publication scheme has been designed for companies which fall within the definition of a publicly owned company under section 6 of the Freedom of Information (Scotland) Act 2002 (the Act).  The model has been designed for publicly owned companies which are dormant.  A separate model publication scheme has been designed for publicly owned companies which are active (insert link).

The model is in two main parts: the introductory paragraphs and the classes of information.  

While companies are free to adopt this model scheme, the scheme should not be adopted until the company has read the Commissioner’s guidance on publication schemes.   The guidance can be found at:

There is no obligation on companies to adopt this model scheme.  Companies are free to prepare their own schemes or to adopt other models which are suitable to their needs.

If you choose to adopt this model publication scheme it can only be adopted in its entirety.  If you choose to amend it, you must submit the scheme to the Commissioner in line with the publication scheme guidance which can be found on the Commissioner’s website at: http://www.itspublicknowledge.info/pscheme.htm.

Adopting the scheme

To adopt this model scheme, you must do the following:
· Complete the sections in italics in the model scheme as instructed so that the model reflects your particular company.  

· Take the necessary administrative steps within your company to officially adopt the model scheme by 31 August 2004.

· In addition, by 31 August 2004, you must complete an OSIC 3 form and submit it to the Commissioner.  (Instructions on where to obtain an OSIC 3 form and on how forms can be submitted to the Commissioner are included in the publication scheme guidance.)  When completing the form, you will be asked for the name of the model publication scheme you are adopting.  The name of this scheme is “Publicly Owned (Dormant) Companies.” 

The Commissioner will, on receipt of the OSIC 3 form, write to you to confirm that your application to adopt the model publication scheme has been approved. The company can decide when to bring the publication scheme into effect, but the publication scheme must come into effect no later than 30 November 2004. As soon as the publication scheme comes into effect, the information set out in the classes of information must be made available on request.

INTRODUCTION

1.1

This means that the company has had no significant accounting transactions, as defined in the 1985 Act. 2.1 This publication scheme is based on the Model Publication Scheme for Publicly Owned (Dormant) Companies and has been developed by the Scottish Information Commissioner. The Scottish Information Commissioner is responsible for the promotion and enforcement of the Act.

Section 23 of the Act states that in adopting or reviewing its publication scheme the authority must have regard to the public interest in allowing public access to information about:

· the services provided by the authority

· the costs of those services;

· the standard attained by those services;

· the facts which form the basis of decisions taken by the authority which are of importance to the public; and

· the publication of reasons for decisions made by it.

We have therefore included, as far as possible, information about these matters in this scheme.
